I.  Prerequisites

The M.Div. Theological Research & Writing Course, when required, is a prerequisite to all middler & senior courses and seminars.  

II.  Description of the course or seminar

This course is an introduction to Christian Mission in its biblical, historical, theological, and practical dimensions.  Thematic in its approach, this course will review evangelical, conciliar Protestant, and Roman Catholic perspectives on Christian Mission in the world.  The holistic nature of Christian mission, which encompasses such issues as evangelism, environmental stewardship, and social justice efforts, will be emphasized.  Class assignments will focus on integrating the insights gained from the course with practical ministry in local church, neighborhood, and wider societal contexts.  

III.  Desired learning outcomes 

        The student will be able to:

1. articulate in writing his or her position on particular missiological issues and be prepared to continually reflect on and refine such positions throughout his or her life of ministry.  

2. integrate the study of missiology with ministerial practice in areas such as sermon preparation, Sunday School curriculum design, and other areas of ministry.  

3. compare and contrast his or her personal emphases in Christian mission with Scripture and major trajectories of missiological reflection in Roman Catholic, conciliar Protestant, and evangelical traditions in a global context.    

4. reflect upon world events in the church and society from a missiological perspective.  

IV.  Teaching and Learning Strategies 

The course will utilize such teaching and learning strategies as case study analysis, experiential learning activities within the classroom which illustrate the challenge of contextualization, lectures, readings, book review papers (discussed below), small group discussions, and student-led presentations.  At the midpoint of the semester, the class will engage in a group evaluation of teaching and learning in the class to date.  This syllabus is subject to revision based on the midterm class evaluation of the course.

Regular and timely class attendance and active participation is an essential aspect of the course and will be taken into consideration in the process of final grade assignment, particularly in cases where a student in on the borderline between two grade levels. VII.  Guidelines for each Assignment

Book Review Worksheets (Due 9/21; 11/2; 12/7)

Each student will be required to complete a one page book review worksheet for the three books assigned as required texts in this course.  Kirk’s What is Mission, the main textbook for the course, is not one of the books for which a worksheet must be completed.  Book review worksheets that contain focused questions for you to answer are available on the Blackboard website for each of the books.  The intent of this assignment is to promote critical thinking about the course texts.  In addition to completing the book review worksheet you are also required to complete a self-assessment of your own book review.  This too is on the Blackboard website.  Book review worksheets are due on the day that the books are discussed in class 

Midterm Exam (on 10/26)

An exam will be given at the midpoint of the semester that will seek to assess your understanding of the course material to date.  You will be responsible for all required reading and class lecture content covered in the course prior to the midterm exam.  The exam will contain both essay questions and short-answer questions which will require you to define important concepts discussed in the course.  
FINAL PROJECT A:  (Due 11/30)

(All students must complete) 

Personal Statement on Mission (5 double-spaced pages) 
It is commonplace for denominations, pan-evangelical missionary conferences, World Council of Churches gatherings, and Roman Catholic encyclicals to prioritize certain missiological issues at particular points in history.  The purpose of this assignment is for students to write their own personal statement on mission that expresses in a succinct manner their position on at least three (and no more than five) missiological issues discussed in the course.  Persons should select issues with which they have struggled or which they feel should be prioritized at this point in time in their ministry and theological reflection.  

In the paper, each issue identified should have its own subheading and must engage in both Scriptural reflection on an issue as well as provide evidence of dialogue (agreement, disagreement, or partial agreement) with another missiologist and/or one denominational, pan-evangelical, Roman Catholic, or World Council of Churches document on Christian mission (see below for a sample list of resources where these statements can be found).  The intent is to encourage personal reflection on missiological issues discussed (or not discussed) in this course in such a way that both Scripture and Christian tradition (another missiologist or official document) are both utilized as dialogue partners.  

Do not turn this assignment into an exhaustive Bible study or a recitation of numerous ecumenical documents.  The intent is that you identify those missiological issues that you feel are most important and a subject of debate and express your critical opinion on the issues in dialogue with other Christian statements on mission.

FINAL PROJECT B:  (Due 12/7)

(Students choose ONE of the three assignments under Project B. )

1) Mission Education Curriculum (at least 5 single-spaced pages)

Design a mission education curriculum for a local church that will include a detailed lesson plan for six sessions.  The curriculum should be targeted to either youth or adults.  The student may choose to focus on a specific age group (e.g. high school students, young adults, older adults, etc.) or design a general curriculum for the youth and/or adults of your church. 

Since this assignment is a detailed lesson plan outline you will most likely find it easiest to write this in a single-spaced format.  

The Sunday School curriculum must contain the following components explicitly identified in your document.  This project will be evaluated based on it possessing at least these components.  

a. Background describing the church and/or intended participants in the course.  A couple of paragraphs should be sufficient to let the professor of the course know the context for the class.  

b. Objectives.  “By the end of these Sunday School sessions participants in the class will be able to…”  Identify no more than 3 objectives for the class as a whole.  Identify one objective for each class session as well.  

c. Detailed plan for how the class will proceed for each day that it is held.  This should include estimates of how much time each activity (discussion, lecture, small group activity, etc.) will likely take.  

2) Sermon Manuscript on Mission (at least 6 double-spaced pages)

Each student will write a sermon manuscript on some aspect of Christian mission.  You may choose any Scripture text(s) that you wish except Matthew 28:19-21 or Mark 16: 15.  (While these are excellent texts for a sermon on mission there is a tendency in the church for them to be over-utilized.) The purpose of this assignment is for you to think about how you would want to teach, inspire, or challenge a congregation on the topic of Christian mission.  In addition to the sermon itself, your paper must also include a paragraph description of the congregation and why you are choosing this particular text(s) to preach on in order to teach your congregation about mission.  

3) Term Paper on Mission (at least 12 double-spaced pages) 

Write a research paper exploring a particular issue in Christian mission.  The topic of the paper must be approved by the professor by 11/9.  
VIII.  Faculty Expectations:  guidelines or procedures

Attendance & lateness policy:  Attendance will be taken at all class sessions.  Students are expected to arrive on time for class.  Lack of attendance and tardiness will negatively affect the final grade in the course.  

Consequence for late work:  Assignments will be collected at the class session for which they are assigned.  E-mail submissions are acceptable in the case of a student’s absence from class on that day and by permission of the instructor.  Assignments submitted after the due date may result in a “half grade” reduction (i.e., from an A to an A-) for each day that they are late.  Requests for extensions on papers will be granted only in the case of extreme circumstances and should be requested at least three days prior to the due date.  

Final project papers will be returned via the Palmer mailroom or through a stamped, self-addressed envelope provided by the student with his or her final project.
